PARKING FOR DISABLED — As you know, the school is aware of how difficult parking can be for the large number of cars
that come to and from the school at the busiest times of day and we thank you for your continued awareness of helping
to keep our children safe on the road outside the school. However, as there is no designated parking space for disabled
drivers, the school has been assured by the local PCSO that one vehicle can part on the lower zig zag lines near the
school gates as long as the car displays a blue badge. Although this is not an ideal solution, to help those parents or
grandparents who need this facility, this area has been highlighted by the PCSO as an area that could be used safely for
no more than one vehicle to park.
